RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF SPOTSWOOD, COUNTY OF MIDDLESEX, STATE OF NEW 

JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE 

TOWNSHIP OF EAST BRUNSWICK FOR ANIMAL CONTROL SERVICES. 

WHEREAS,  the Borough of Spotswood, 77 Summerhill Road, Spotswood, New Jersey  is in need of 

Animal Control Services; and 

WHEREAS, the Borough of Spotswood and Township of East Brunswick entered into negotiations and 

have agreed to the joint utilization of East Brunswick’s Animal Control Services; and 

WHEREAS, the Borough of Spotswood wishes to enter into a shared service agreement with the 

Township of East Brunswick per N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et seq which authorizes the Borough of Spotswood to enter into 

a contract for the provision of certain governmental services with the Township of East Brunswick; and 

WHEREAS, the Borough and Township recognize that a sharing of said services would result in a cost 

savings for the taxpayers of each municipality; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the governing body of the Borough of Spotswood, County of 

Middlesex, State of New Jersey, as follows: 

1.  That the Mayor is hereby authorized by the governing body of the Borough to execute a Shared Service 

Agreement with the Township of East Brunswick for the purpose of Animal Control  and Animal 

Impoundment (Shelter)Services and the Borough Clerk to attest to the Agreement. 

 

2. The Mayor upon execution of The Animal Control and Animal Impoundment Agreement shall be for a cost 

of $450.00 per month with Animal Control Office hours from 8 AM to 4 PM, Monday thru Friday and 

Callouts at $76.00 per hour with two hour minimum.  This Agreement will commence immediately for a 

one year Agreement term ending September 1, 2017. 

 

3. That in addition to the monthly fee for Animal Control Services, the Borough of Spotswood will pay to the 

Township of East Brunswick $175.00 per animal taken to the Woodbridge Animal Shelter regardless of the 

length of time the animal remains in the Shelter, and $175.00 for each animal submitted to the Shelter for 

kennel services. 

 

4. That when requested and a space permits at the Shelter, the Borough of Spotswood will pay to the 

Township of East Brunswick the amount of $100.00 for the provision of 10 quarantine of animals, and 

$25.00 per day, per animal, for court cases, evictions, cruelty cases, etc. 

 



5. The Township of East Brunswick shall be the Lead Agency for the Shared Services Agreement and will 

maintain any needed records to reflect the terms of the agreement. 

 

6. That a certified copy of this resolution, together with a copy of the Shared Services Agreement, shall be 

forwarded to East Brunswick’s Animal Control Services and the Township of East Brunswick.

RESOLUTION 

 

WHEREAS, a significant number of puppies and kittens sold at pet shops come from large-scale 

commercial breeding facilities where the health and welfare of the animals are not adequately provided for (“puppy 

mills” and “kitten mills”, respectively). According to The Humane Society of the United States, it is estimated that 

most pet shop dogs and cats come from puppy mills and kitten mills; and  

WHEREAS, the documented abuses endemic to puppy and kitten mills include overbreeding; inbreeding; 

minimal to non-existent veterinary care; lack of adequate and nutritious food, water and shelter; lack of 

socialization; lack of adequate space; and lack of adequate exercise; and  

WHEREAS ,the inhumane conditions in puppy and kitten mill facilities lead to health and behavioral 

issues in the animals bred in those facilities, which many consumers are unaware of when purchasing animals from 

pet shops due to both a lack of education on the issue and misleading tactics of pet shops in some cases. These 

health and behavioral issues, which may not resent themselves until sometime after the purchase of the animals, can 

impose exorbitant financial and emotional costs on some consumers; and 

WHEREAS, current Federal and State regulations do not adequately address the sale of puppy and kitten 

mill dogs and cats in pet shops; and  

WHEREAS, restricting the retail sale of puppies and kittens to only those that are sourced from shelters or 

rescue organizations is likely to decrease the demand for puppies and kittens bred in puppy and kitten mills, and is 

likely to increase demand for animals from animal shelters and rescue organizations; and   

WHEREAS, according to the New Jersey Department of Health 2014 Animal Intake and Disposition 

Survey, due in large part to pet overpopulations, more than 20,000 dogs and cats are euthanized in New Jersey 

animal shelters annually. Restricting the retail sale of puppies and kitted to only those that are sourced from animal 

shelters and rescue organizations will likely reduce pet overpopulations and thus the burden on such agencies and 

financial costs on local taxpayers; and  

WHEREAS, across the country, thousands of independent pet shops as well as large chains operate 

profitably with a business model focused on the sale of pet services and supplies and not on the sale of dogs and 

cats. Many of these shops collaborate with local animal shelters and rescue organizations to offer space and support 

for showcasing adoptable homeless pets on their premises; and  

WHEREAS, the Borough Council does not want to affect a consumer’s ability to obtain a dog or cat of his 

or her choice directly from a breed-specific rescue organization or a shelter, or from a hobby breeder where the 

consumer can see directly the conditions in which the dogs or cats are bred, can confer directly with the hobby 

breeder concerning those conditions; and  



WHEREAS, the Borough Council believes it is in the best interests of the Borough of Spotswood to adopt 

reasonable regulations to reduce costs to the Borough and its residents, and protect the citizens of the Borough of 

Spotswood who may purchase cats or dogs from a pet shop or other business establishment, help prevent inhumane 

breeding conditions, promote community awareness of animal welfare, and foster a more humane environment in 

the Borough;  

Definitions: 

Animal care facility means an animal control center or animal shelter, maintained by or under contract with any 

state, county, or municipality, whose mission and practice is, in whole or significant part, the rescue and placement 

of animals in permanent homes or rescue organizations. 

Animal rescue organization means any not-for-profit organization which has tax-exempt status under Section 

501(c)(3) of the United States Internal Revenue Code, whose mission and practice is, in whole or in significant part, 

the rescue and placement of animals in permanent homes. 

Cat means a member of the species of domestic cat, Felis catus.  

Dog means a member of the species of domestic dog, Canis familiaris. 

Offer for sale means to sell, offer for sale of adoptions, advertise for the sale of, barter, auction, give away or 

otherwise dispose of a dog or cat.  

Pet shop means a retail establishment where dogs and cats are sold, exchanged, bartered or offered for sale as pet 

animals to the general public at retail. Such definition shall not include an animal care facility or animal rescue 

organization, as defined. 

Restrictions on the Sale of Animals. 

(1) A pet shop may offer for sale only those dogs and cats that the pet shop has obtained from or displays 

in cooperation with: 

a. An animal care facility; or 

b. An animal rescue organization. 

(2) A pet shop shall not offer for sale a dog or cat that is younger than eight weeks old.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH 

OF SPOTSWOOD, that the Borough Council does hereby strongly urge Governor Christine, the New Jersey State 

Legislature, the Middlesex County Boar of Chosen Freeholders and Municipalities throughout the State to take 

immediate steps to ban the sake of ‘”puppy and kitten mill” dogs and cats from pet shops in the State of New Jersey 

and County of Middlesex; and  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Borough Council be and hereby joins with other New Jersey 

municipalities in calling on elected officials serving New Jersey at all levels of government to work in concert to 

regulate sales of animals from puppy and kitten mills; and  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Municipal Clerk shall forward certified copies of this Resolution 

to Governor Christie, the Middlesex County legislative delegations, the Middlesex County Board of Chosen 

Freeholders and all Middlesex County municipalities.

PROCLAMATION 
WHEREAS, ovarian cancer, the deadliest of the 

gynecologic cancers, ranks fifth in cancer deaths 

among women in the United States. Experts predict 

that about 22,280 women will receive a new 

diagnosis of ovarian cancer in 2016, with more than 

half of those being women over the age of 63. Of 

those, about 14,240 will die; and 

 

WHEREAS, ovarian cancer is more treatable when detected early, but only 25% of ovarian cancer 

cases in the United States are diagnosed in the early stages. This is often because symptoms 

are easily confused with other diseases and because no reliable, easily administered tool exists; 

and 

WHEREAS, the five-year survival rate for the 75% of the women diagnosed with advanced 

disease is only 27%; however, the five-year survival rate for Stage I disease patients is nearly 

92% and for Stage II disease patients it is 72%. Currently, 50% of women diagnosed with 

ovarian cancer die from it within five years. Among African American women, only 48% survive 

five years or more; and 

WHEREAS, early detection of this disease remains the best way to save women’s lives and is not 

normally diagnosed with routine pelvic and pap exams. Symptoms may include abdominal 

pressure or bloating, persistent digestive problems, excessive fatigue, frequent urination, and, 

sometimes, abdominal bleeding. Women also should be aware that risk factors are higher for 

those who are over 50 years of age, who have a personal or family history of ovarian, breast, or 

colon cancer, and who have borne a child; and 

WHEREAS, it is appropriate to commend the scientists, physicians, and other medical and health 

professionals who are working to advance knowledge and understanding of ovarian and other 

gynecological cancer. It is also appropriate to encourage all Borough of Spotswood residents to 

learn more about the disease and the importance of early detection, as this can save lives and 

protect the health and well-being of countless women; and 

WHEREAS, prominent buildings across North America and the world will turn their lights teal or 

display teal ribbons to raise awareness for ovarian cancer; 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that I, Nicholas Poliseno, Mayor of the Borough of Spotswood, 

do hereby proclaim September as OVARIAN CANCER AWARENESS MONTH and urge all citizens to 

“Turn the Towns Teal” in the Borough of Spotswood.
